Resident Council activities over the past year were as follows:
Regular communications
Resident reps from each site have been instrumental in disseminating PHPC and resident-related communications to residents at their own sites.  In the past, the PHPC resident member listserve was used to contact residents across Canada with important and time-sensitive information on opportunities for engagement with PHPC and for other opportunities. However, considering that only about 60% of PH&PM residents are registered with PHPC, information is now distributed by resident reps to all residents in their respective programs.
Collaborative work with the American College of Preventive Medicine
Kamran Golmohammadi acted as PHPC resident council’s external liaison in 2012-2013. During his time in this role, Kamran maintained connections with the ACPM’s resident physician section and maintained contact with preventive medicine resident groups in Europe.  Kamran helped promote several ACPM webinars to Canadian residents.

Resident section on PHPC website

Resident council former co-chairs, Nikhil Rajaram, created a resident section at PHPC website which contains information on and links to resident relevant events and documents. Current co-chair Andrew Gray continues maintaining and updating the website. 
Comparative document on residency programs

This internal document outlines the differences and best practices of each academic site where PH&PM is offered in Canada, to inform and inspire resident-driven changes to program structure and activities. The document has been updated and a few more questions have been added in 2012-2013.
Study notes

Several residents on council are working together to create a wiki of study notes for PH&PM-relevant material.  The wiki is still being populated with material and the resident council hopes to complete this work soon so that residents can take advantage of a common and likely useful resource.
Resident survey

PHPC resident council conducted a survey of residents in 2013. 66 residents from 14 PH&PM programs responded to the survey. The main objective of the survey was to evaluate the residents’ knowledge and attitude towards PHPC and their willingness to pay a membership fee. The respondents also provided feedback on how to improve the work the resident council does, which will be considered in determining future initiatives. 
NCCPH resident webinar series

University of Toronto PH&PM resident Shovita Padhi, together with staff at the National Collaborating Centre for Methods and Tools, organized a series of six webinars in 2012-2013, with one delivered by each of the six National Collaborating Centres for Public Health. Topics were selected by the NCC’s based on input from residents on topics of interest (via survey), in order to take advantage of NCC expertise and to complement educational activities available locally. The final webinar occurred in April 2013 and an evaluation is currently being carried out. Resident Council (represented by current co-chair Andrew Gray) has assumed responsibility for resident representation on this project, which will be repeated in 2013-2014.
Network building

PH&PM resident social events have been organized at each PHPC/CPHA Annual Meeting since 2009. This year’s event is being organized with the help of the U of Ottawa PH&PM program.
